1. CALL TO ORDER

inclusive of all disproportionately impacted groups. IVC senate would like it removed.

218 A minor edit of the Values Statement was made to say “... allows all students, faculty, staff,
219  and administrators to thrive.” Discussion ensued about the “isms” not included as well as a
220  few other minor wording changes. The Values Statement will come back with suggested
221  changes for a vote at the next meeting.
