1. CALL TO ORDER

A quorum being achieved, President Claire Cesareo-Silva called the meeting to order at 2:11 p.m. 
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA
Diane Pestolesi (HSHS) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve the adoption of the agenda.
4.      ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
Diane Pestolesi (HSHS) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve adoption of the minutes from the November 9, 2005 meeting.

Lee Haggerty reported that Dr. Thomas Parham will be speaking on January 18th at 12:00 noon in McKinney Theatre in celebration of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day.
6.       PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Claire Cesareo-Silva reported the following:
Gary Portner expects to have dependents’ social security numbers removed from MySite as soon as possible. 
Applications for nominating faculty for the Stambach Stroud Diversity Award for are due February 3rd.  

There will be a state conference in March for occupational education faculty.  Faculty interested in attending should contact President Cesareo-Silva.
C. Faculty Hiring Policy Negotiations
· The Faculty Hiring Policy passed at the December Board of Trustees meeting.  Attorney fees also were awarded.

· Technical Assistance likely will take place in February 2006.

8.  OLD BUSINESS
A.  Facilities Update – BGS Building
· The latest plan for renovating BGS is to completely close down the building starting in the summer of 2006, extending through the spring of 2007, and possibly into the summer of 2007 in order to undertake repairs.    

· Most classes will be able to be accommodated in the portables.  There will be kitchen facilities for cooking classes and space for design classes.
· Once classes are relocated to lower campus, it was suggested that the campus Bookstore might establish an Annex near the village where students could purchase scantron forms and other small items.  
B.  Accreditation
· The Accreditation Report has been received, but at this point is still confidential. The final report and recommendations should be received by February. 
9.   NEW BUSINESS
A. A&R Issues – Independent Study
· A recent e-mail from Admissions and Records stated that the only “special circumstances” under which a student would be allowed to register for a regular class as an independent study are “scheduling conflicts.”
· The issue of when and under what circumstances students should be able to take a regular class as an independent study is an academic/professional matter, not an administrative matter.
· Senators should discuss this matter with their divisions and bring any concerns back to the Academic Senate.
· Regarding grade submission, Senators were urged to discuss at their division meetings the negative implications for students of late submission of grades.  On-time grade submission is vital so that A&R is able to send out transcripts by the deadline for students wanting to transfer.
B. AV Issues
· Eric Garant was unable to attend.

· It was noted that in a district that emphasizes technology, some areas are woefully inadequate. 
· Concern was expressed about equipment being broken because faculty do not know how to use it.

· It was suggested that AV offer a workshop during Flex Week, for example, to instruct faculty on how to use the technology in their classrooms.

· Concern was expressed about the fact that no staff is available during nighttime classes to assist faculty to resolve equipment problems.

· Current DVD/VHS players are not useful for faculty: the VCRs have no counters and the DVD players lack a search and select function.

C.  AR 5401 – Student Conduct
· The Vice President for Student Services at Saddleback College and IVC are working on writing a new Administrative Regulation that includes academic dishonesty as part of student conduct.
· Currently, there is no Administrative Regulation or Board Policy that addresses academic dishonesty.

· The aim is to detail exactly what constitutes academic dishonesty and what are the disciplinary procedures for dealing with it.
· Senators should read over the draft of AR 5401 and recommend changes or additions to the draft at the next Senate meeting.

· Lise Telson, the Vice President for Student Services at Saddleback College, stated that not all incidences of academic dishonesty are being reported.  When reported, approximately 50% of students concerned have engaged in one prior instance of academic dishonesty.

D.  BP 5505 – Grade and Instructional Related Grievance
· Senators should read over BP 5505 and bring comments about it to the next Academic Senate meeting.
