B. Catalog Rights and Continuous Attendance 
The policy proposal for Catalog Rights and Continuous Attendance was presented by Joyce Semanik, Jane Rosenkrans, and Julie Pahan.  The proposed changes would redefine continuous attendance, thereby restricting the right of future students to follow older catalog requirements in effect during their attendance at Saddleback College.  The proposed policy is patterned on the policy applied in the CSU system.  Discussion followed.
Alannah Rosenberg moved, it was seconded by Janet Bagwell, and passed by voice vote that the agenda be suspended and item 9A follow 8B.

Harold Adams and Linda Bashor presented the new software for managing curriculum.  CurricUNET will be available to faculty on May 1, 2008.  A small number of courses will be put through the approval process using CurricUNET this fall as the first step toward full implementation.

Miki Mikolajczak reported on the PBC meeting held January 22, 2008.  The College Equipment Committee proposed changes to the approval process for requests, including tying decisions to the Program Review process and giving deans the authority to determine if Program Review information meets the criteria for submission for funding.
