1. CALL TO ORDER

3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA

He also requested that an informational report from the Part-time Faculty Task Force be scheduled at the next Academic Senate meeting.
Jo Ann Alford announced the High School Counselors day scheduled from 7:45am-12pm on Feb. 14, 2008.

Susan Nawa Raridon commended the faculty and students on a great performance of the Vagina Monologues.

Alannah Rosenberg announced that the Humanities Honors students will be reenacting the spread of the Plague in the Village.

Susan Nawa Raridon announced that the nursing faculty had recently made a presentation to the Girl Scouts on careers in Nursing and that they are available to make similar presentations to other groups.

The hiring process for the next college president was described.
Saddleback College received the recommendations from the ACCJC following the November 29, 2007 midterm visit.  The Commission requires a Progress Report on three recommendations – SLO development and implementation, Board of Trustees delegation of non-policy issues, and enhanced communication among formally recognized constituent groups – to be completed by October 15, 2008.
The next comprehensive evaluation for accreditation will occur in the fall of 2010.

At the Leadership Forum it was announced that there will be a $300,000 cut to categorical funding and that our 4.5% growth will be unfunded.

Recommendations from the planning groups were approved for classified hiring.  The Institutional Effectiveness group will submit their recommendation to be approved at the next meeting.

The process for providing parking permits to guests on campus was discussed.  The current process of having guests pick up permits at the police office or buy their own permits is not satisfactory for many stakeholders.

B. Senate Standing Committee

Howard Adams, representing the Curriculum Committee, reported that 671 courses are new or were revised this year.  The Curriculum Committee will now require that a course show enrollment within two years or it will be removed.  Five degrees were revised or created this year to comply with Title 8 regulation changes, including the AA in Liberal Studies.  The General Education Committee revised the cultural diversity requirement for the AA/AS and the new requirement, Cultures in the United States, will be effective fall 2009.  CurricUNET will go live in May 2008.  New courses that are going to be submitted for UC transfer must go through technical review in April because they have to be submitted in August.  This is a significant change since these courses previously went through technical review in September/October.
