PUBLIC COMMENTS
Howard Adams reported that the Curriculum Committee has finished its preliminary work on revising Certificates and Degrees.  There is now a new Certificate of Completion in ESL, which is the first of its kind.  With the Certificate in place, Saddleback College can now apply to the state for increased funds for ESL non-credit courses.  There will also be a new vocational education Certificate in Manufacturing Technology.  The requirements for the Certificate in Foreign Languages were revised such that students are now required to take 20 units in one language, or 18 units in one language and 3 units in culture.  

Kris Leppien-Christensen (SBS) moved approval of the work of the Curriculum Committee.  The motion was seconded and passed.

· The Chancellor seeks to establish 12 sub-committees with faculty representatives to advise Deputy Chancellor Gary Poertner on each of the 13 partnership proposals submitted to ATEP.

· An NSF team visited the Rapid Prototying Program last Sunday and Monday in conjunction with a grant that Saddleback College has applied for.  Saddleback College is ahead of many four-year colleges and universities in this type of program.
