1. CALL TO ORDER

Susan Nawa Raridon announced the participation of nursing students in the National Student Nursing Association Conference.

Janet Bagwell encouraged faculty participation in the full two-hour program of Senior Day on April 3.

Mark Schiffelbein announced the plans for the new email system that will replace the Netscape application currently being used for web-based email.  Faculty email will be transferred to the new system when requested or at the end of the semester.  Among other benefits, the new system will allow users to access more Outlook features from the web.  Let your Academic Senate representative know when your department would like to be transferred to the new system. 
6. PRESIDENT’S REPORT

A. Board Meetings/ District/ Chancellor

Due to time constraints, the Senate Executive Committee, on behalf of the Academic Senate, coordinated with the Associated Students to select the Saddleback College Professor of the Year.  The full-time professor selected was Janine O’Buchon in Nursing and the part-time professor was Mildred Landecker in Emeritus.
The Nursing Department received $108,000 for simulation, staff development, and equipment.
Irvine Valley College has a new logo.

At the Board Meeting on March 24, no contractor was approved to begin work on the Fine Arts Restroom Expansion project.  Construction will be delayed.
