A. College Meetings – Planning and Budget Committee
· Saddleback College has contracted with an outside company to determine exactly how the BGS building should be remedied. Faculty should be involved in the process over the summer to ensure shared governance in decisions surrounding BGS.

· Twenty-six new faculty will be hired for Fall 05, contrary to the original number of 34. Decisions have yet to be made about how to proceed with faculty positions which initially made the cut but will no longer be hired.

B. Program Discontinuance

Janet Bagwell, (LALR), moved, it was seconded and passed by voice vote, to approve the “Saddleback College Policy and Process for Program Discontinuance.”
C. Faculty Hiring Prioritization Committee Guidelines

Gary Stakan, (CSSP), moved, it was seconded and passed by voice vote, to approve the recommended procedures for the faculty hiring prioritization committee:
· In order to participate in the vote to prioritize faculty positions, committee members (or their representative) should be present for all justification presentations. 

· The committee member (or their representative) who attends shall be the person who is allowed to vote.

· There will be no proxy votes.

Jeanne Smith, (MSE), moved, it was seconded and passed by voice vote, to recommend the following to the faculty hiring prioritization committee:

· The prioritized list of faculty positions to be hired for 2006-2007 should be thrown out to allow those divisions who were originally going to be hired for 2005-2006, but not included in the final hiring pool, to resubmit their positions for 2006-2007.

E. FAPEA Division Split

The FAPEA division reorganization was discussed and the following points were made:

· The reorganization of the FAPEA division did not occur in the manner recommended by the senate. Concern was expressed with the current reorganization. PEA will be losing a full time athletic director making an already overwhelming amount of work impossible for the Dean of PEA.

· If divisions are split they should be split equally.

· Faculty have not been involved in the process they way they were promised.

F. Chancellor’s Executive Committee: Strategies to Accomplish WASC Goals

Jeanne Smith, (MSE), moved it was seconded and passed by voice vote, to reject “Strategies to Accomplish WASC Goals” developed by the Chancellor as they were developed without faculty input in direct conflict with WASC recommendations.
