1. CALL TO ORDER

President Claire Cesareo-Silva called the meeting to order at 2:03 p.m.

President Claire Cesareo-Silva read a letter submitted by Alannah Rosenberg (SBS) regarding a pending lawsuit against the SOCCCD in which she was a named party.  Prof. Rosenberg stressed that both the District and the College failed to inform her of the existence of this suit, and that were it not for contact from, and an article on this matter in, the Lariat, she still would not have known about it.

President Claire Cesareo-Silva informed the senate that FACCC elections were ongoing, and encouraged members to vote. 

6.       PRESIDENT’S REPORT
· President Claire Cesareo-Silva reported the following:

District and Board Meetings

· It was noted that the Board of Trustees is not producing minutes of their meetings, in contravention of California Education Code.  Due to the lack of minutes, there is no way to know what business is being conducted at the Board meetings without attending or watching the broadcasts of the meetings.  This means that documentation needed for the accreditation reports has not been available.
· The Board of Trustees will begin posting its agenda online.  Concerns were raised by senators about this method of distribution of the agenda compared to past practices.
· The Board referred to its decision not to renew Saddleback College’s institutional membership in the American Library Association as a “policy decision.”  All future association membership requests must contain the association’s mission statement, justification for membership, and an indication of the benefits received through membership.
