· An e-mail from Chancellor Mathur to President Richard McCullough regarding the letter to him from the ACCJC was distributed to the Senate.  
· The Academic Senate has requested 9 LHE reassigned time, an increase of 3 LHE, for the President, and 3 LHE reassigned time for the Past-President.  Chancellor Mathur met with the presidents of Saddleback College and Irvine Valley College on May 9th to discuss this matter.  A recent state-wide survey of the Academic Senates revealed that in 70% of colleges, the Academic Senate President received more re-assigned time than the Saddleback College Academic Senate President.  Despite the survey results, Chancellor Mathur has directed District Researcher Scott Simpson to research this issue.
· The Transfer Celebration will be held Thursday, May 18th at 5:30 PM.
· Commencement will be held Friday, May 19th at 10 AM.
