PRESIDENT’S REPORT



President Dominguez reported the following:

 

A.  College Meetings

1. PBC – Cameras on campus were discussed with suggestions given that the funds might be put to better use by hiring more campus police officers rather than cameras which would not be continually monitored.  Possible liability issues were also discussed. Increased college switchboard coverage might also increase campus security during evening hours and on weekends. The college is implementing a new telephone system to broadcast warnings, if needed, to the entire campus. The President reported on the new stadium which the college is going to build and that it is not in the adopted college master plan.
2. Discussion of CurricuNet should be added to the next senate agenda. It is intended to reduce or eliminate tech review and track curriculum development, changes, and approvals. It also includes a searchable data base for curriculum at other colleges.

D.  Topic: Matriculation Testing

Concern was expressed that the Saddleback Matriculation coordinator had been left out of discussions that were initiated to the district by faculty at IVC regarding matriculation assessment and orientations.  Whether students proceed through matriculation is dictated by their responses on the college application form. Some students do not go through matriculation but do have to meet prerequisites established by the college. The application process is critical, if students mark “personal development” or already have a higher education degree they are not required to complete the matriculation process. Students will get “tagged” for matriculation if they take a math or English course or enroll in classes with established prerequisites. Matriculation is considered one of the eleven faculty responsibilities under academic and professional matters. The matriculation process is being reviewed statewide for consideration of standardized assessments. 

The matriculation process is specifically designed by each college for their unique characteristics and student programs to ensure student success. The sequence at Saddleback is orientation, assessment, and advisement which provide students with the knowledge to enroll in classes and determine which services are available and necessary for their individual educational goals.  Title V sets minimum standards for matriculating students.  A brief review of the matriculation process should be included in the next new faculty orientation during in-service in August. 


E.  Topic: Faculty Handbook Review

The faculty handbook is being revised with updated information, names and dates. It will also include a section on suicide issues and information.
