C. Faculty Handbook Review

The handbook includes: the grade grievance policy, connected education codes for student conduct, substitute policy (needs review and dissemination to faculty). In addition, the handbook includes an organizational chart, library services, and an information competency section that needs additional revision. The faculty handbook is to remain a “living document”.
