· The Senate viewed a video of President Cosgrove’s presentation on increased reassigned time for Academic Senate officers to the Boatd of Trustees’ July 24, 2006 meeting.
B. Reassigned Time
· The Academic Senate requested 45 LHE reassigned time for its officers.

· After discussions with the Senate, Chancellor Mathur made an offer of 36 LHE reassigned time for Senate officers for the 2006-2007 academic year. 
· Senators questioned whether the work of the Senate could be completed with 36 LHE reassigned time.  

· Senators stressed that the issue of the allocation of reassigned time for the Academic Senate should be a college issue.

· Concern was expressed over the fact that newer faculty are not assuming leadership roles in the Academic Senate.  It was suggested that inadequate reassigned time might be a contributing factor.
Miki Mikolajczak moved as follows: While the Academic Senate is committed to receiving 45 LHEs per year reassigned time for work performed by its officers, the Senate accepts 36 LHE for the 2006-2007 academic year with the stipulation that the officers of the Academic Senate perform only such work as can be completed with the current 18 LHE per semester.  Furthermore, the Academic Senate will continue to work toward the goal of bringing the amount of reassigned time awarded its officers up to the level currently received by Academic Senates in comparable Orange County colleges in order to be in line with “best practices.”  The motion was seconded and approved by  unanimous voice vote.
