1. CALL TO ORDER

President Cesareo-Silva called the meeting to order at 2:06 p.m. 
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

Kris Leppien-Christensen, a new SBS Senator, was welcomed to the Senate.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
Jeanne Smith (MS) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve the adoption of the agenda.
4.      ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
President-Elect bob Cosgrove moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve adoption of the minutes from the August 17, 2005 meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Rosalinde Wilcox (FA) announced that the first exhibition in the Art Gallery, entitled “Contemporaries Reconnected,” will open on September 1st at 6pm.  The exhibition will run until September 22nd and the gallery will be open on Mondays and Wednesdays from noon-4 pm and Thursdays from 4-8 pm.
Miki Mikolajczak (CSSP) announced that there will be an open Board Forum on Tuesday, September 6th from 3:30-5 pm in SSC 212.

President-Elect Bob Cosgrove handed out a memo regarding Classroom Procedures in the new Health Sciences building.

Susan Nawa (HS) stated hat the Academic Senate should support the hiring of additional technical support staff.

6.       PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Cesareo-Silva reported the following:
On August 23rd, the California State Supreme Court unanimously denied the appeal by the Board of Trustees of the SOCCCD for a hearing on the Faculty Hiring Policy. 
The ASG voted to cut its portion of funding, which amounts to $30,000, from the LAP budget.  Given the importance of the LAP to the students of Saddleback College, the Academic Senate should fight to ensure its continued existence.

“Constitution Day” will be held on Saturday, September 17th.  Larry Twicken (SBS) will present a lecture on the US Constitution.

Board Meetings
· At its August 29th meeting, the Board of Trustees requested a report on installing video surveillance cameras at IVC and Saddleback College. It was noted that the intent is to prevent theft, but that the presence of such cameras also raises issues of privacy. (Handout 6.B.1)
· In order to help address issues raised under Recommendation 7 in the Accreditation Report, Chancellor Mathur submitted a request for technical assistance from the CCLC and the State Academic Senate to assist in defining roles of the faculty and the Board of Trustees. (Handout 6.B.2)
· An excerpt on Basic Aid Status from the District Final Budget Report for 2005-2006 was presented. (Handout 6.B.3)
· President Cesareo-Silva brought to the attention of the Senate two substantial errors in the District Final Budget Report for 2005-2006 (Handout 6.B.4):  
· While the new Saddleback College Health Sciences Building cost $16 million to construct, as stated in the District Budget Report, only $8 of that total went to benefit Saddleback College, as $8 million was used to construct SOCCCD offices.

· The actual cost McKinney Theatre’s “multi-million makeover of new sound and lighting systems” was $1.3 million.

President Cesareo-Silva will communicate these errors to the Board of Trustees via e-mail.

· President Cesareo-Silva called the question, and the motion was passed by voice vote to approve the goals as amended.

· It was proposed to change the title of the Occupational/Vocational Committee to the Career Education Committee.

· President Cesareo-Silva called the question; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to add the Career Education Committee and the Transfer Committee to the list of Standing Committees.
· President Cesareo-Silva moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to change the By-Laws and update the list of Standing Committees

· Wendy Gordon (LALR) presented to the Senate a schedule of Saddleback College Student Learning Outcomes, Program Review and Curriculum Cycle due dates for the 2005-2006 academic year.  (Handout 8.C)
