1. CALL TO ORDER

President Robert Cosgrove called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m. 
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

Saddleback College VPI Rajen Vurdien, ATEP Provost Bob Kopecky, and BS Dean Ken Patton were welcomed to the Senate. 
3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA
Suzanne Denton (ATAS) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve the adoption of the agenda.
4.      ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Wendy Gordon (LALR) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve adoption of the minutes from the Academic Senate meeting of September 13, 2006.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Wendy Gordon informed the Senate that as the library has been inundated with requests for proctoring exams from DE students at both Saddleback and other colleges, the librarians have made the decision to no longer proctor any exams.  The library would like to discuss a policy for proctoring exams for students in DE classes, with the possibility of creating a Proctoring Center as a solution.

Randy Anderson informed the Senate that there is a need for an Assessment Center on campus.  It might be able to proctor exams.  
Susan Nawa informed the Senate that the Student Nurses’ Association is conducting a teddy bear drive.  They are collecting new teddy bears for children and/or their parents are in an emergency situation.

Larry Twicken mentioned that cigarette smoking on campus is a problem, particularly near the Science/Math Building.  The existing policy that prohibits smoking within 40 feet of buildings does not seem to be working.  An alternative might be to ban smoking anywhere on campus.

· Currently the program has 2 NSF grants.
· Pennsylvania State University is considering an articulation agreement with Saddleback College. 
· Saddleback College will submit a grant application to the NSF to become the National Center for Rapid Prototyping and Additive Manufacturing.
· President Cosgrove distributed the draft of a letter he has written to the NSF in support of the grant application. 
Jeanne Smith (MSE) moved to suspend the orders of the day and to endorse President Cosgrove’s letter.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  
B. ATEP Update

· ATEP is scheduled to open for the Fall semester of 2007.
