1. CALL TO ORDER

President Dominguez called the meeting to order at 2:00 pm with a quorum.
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

Britnee Holmes was welcomed as the new Senate Assistant.

3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA

President Dominguez pulled the consent calendar.  
Jeanne Smith moved, it was seconded by Susan-Nawa Raridon and was passed by voice vote that the agenda be adopted.

4. ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

Jeanne Smith moved, it was seconded by Susan-Nawa Raridon and was passed by voice vote for the September 26, 2007, meeting minutes to be approved with no corrections.

Mary Pax Lenney announced that she will attend a future meeting of the Academic Senate where she will report on her progress with a grant project for outreach to Saddleback College and Saddleback Valley Schools to increase awareness of Geographic Information Systems.

C. 50% Law 

Senators received a list of the proposals generated at the first District 50% Committee Meeting to ameliorate the trends that may cause the district to be out of compliance with the 50% Law (Ed Code #84362).  Senators also received a copy of the Analysis of Compliance with the 50 Percent Law: Annual Financial and Budget Report for the district.  Discussion followed.

A. Approval of Faculty to sit in Committees

Janet Bagwell moved, was seconded by Carol Ziehm, and passed by voice vote that the list of faculty to sit on Committees be approved.

8. OLD BUSINESS

A. Accreditation 
The Senate was updated by President Dominguez, Wendy Gabriella, College President Rich McCullough, Ana Maria Cobos, and Mary Williams on the current status of the college Focused Midterm Report.  Discussion followed.

Alannah Rosenberg moved, Jeanne Smith seconded, and it was passed by voice vote that the Academic Senate of Saddleback College directs President Carmen Dominguez to sign and recommends that Accreditation Chairs Ana Maria Cobos and Mary Williams sign the Focused Midterm Report if and only if the following four paragraphs are included at the close of the Statement of Preparation:

At the August 27, 2007, meeting of the Board of Trustees, the document, Board of Trustees and Chancellor Response to the November 30, 2006, Progress Visit Report for Saddleback College was presented and discussed.  This was the first time this information was made available to the college community. 

On September 13, college classified staff were directed by the chancellor to integrate the Board of Trustees/Chancellor Responses within the Focused Midterm Report. There was no opportunity to correct several errors of fact contained in this document. 

The Academic Senate would like to direct the Commission’s attention to http://socccd.granicus.com/ViewPublisher.php?view_id=2 (Board Agenda Item 7.1) and http://socccd.granicus.com/MediaPlayer.php?view_id=2&clip_id=46&meta_id=13308. (SOCCCD Board Agenda Item 7.2), to view the Board discussion on August 27 and September 24, 2007 respectively, regarding this matter.  Ultimately, the vote of the Board of Trustees was split, 4 votes in favor to include the responses and 3 votes opposed.  

The Saddleback College Academic Senate would like to reassure the members of the Accrediting Commission that the college community agreed upon the process described within the Statement on Report Preparation whereby all drafts of the Focused Midterm Report were reviewed by the college community during spring and fall of 2007.  During the fall in-service program in August, 2007, as documented in the Statement on Report Preparation, a preliminary draft of the report was distributed to the College community for review and revision.  The Board of Trustees/Chancellor responses did not go through this same process or a similar one that involved all constituencies.
The Academic Senate of Saddleback College further directs that if this language is not included in its entirety in the Statement of Report Preparation, President Carmen Dominguez sign a minority report to the ACCJC to provide them that information.
B. PBC
President Dominguez distributed the Minutes from the October 2, 2007 and the Agenda from the October 9, 2007 PBC Meetings.  Competitive equipment allocations are being tied to Program Review completion.  Faculty positions that are vacant due to resignations or retirements in 2006-2007 are being replaced through the process approved by the Academic Senate in 2007.
C. Special Election
A candidate was identified for the position of Academic Senate Secretary and a special election was called.  The special election will run from 12pm October 11 through 12pm October 24.  A ballot box will be located in the library.

Rich Potratz moved, Nancy Bessette seconded and it passed by a vote of 13 yea to 4 nay that the academic calendar to be adopted for 2009-2010 will have a 12 week summer session.
