1. CALL TO ORDER

Past-President Miki Mikolajczak called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m. 
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

Saddleback College VPI Rajen Vurdien and ASG representative Negah Mouzoon were welcomed to the Senate. 
3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA
Wendy Gordon (LALR) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve the adoption of the agenda.
4.      ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Wendy Gordon (LALR) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve adoption of the minutes from the Academic Senate meeting of September 27, 2006.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Lesya Pischevskaya announced that the Student Government Homecoming Election will be held on October 10th and 11th.  The Student Representation Fee will be on the ballot.  Students are strongly encouraged to vote yes on this. 
6.       PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Past-President Mikolajczak reported the following:

A. College Meetings – Planning & Budget Council
· The members of the PBC will be able to do a walk-through of the Village during the October 24th meeting.

· It is expected that we will soon be able to begin moving items into the Village.  

· The PBC continued with a status review of the four strategic planning groups.  A budget statement regarding expenditures made from PBC based on the Interim Strategic Plan was presented.  
· The PBC would like to do a presentation of its website at a future Academic Senate meeting.

B. Student Information System
· Vice Chancellor Andreea Serban met with President Cosgrove to discuss the SIS Program, which will integrate all computer/information systems at the 2 colleges into 1 system.

· The proposed organizational structure will consist of  five district-level committees, which are in the process of being formed.  These are the Executive Steering Committee, Communications Committee, Registration Project, Steering Committee, and Curriculum Project.  
· Faculty membership is required on all of these committees.

 Wendy Gordon (LALR) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to 
approve faculty to serve on committees.

OLD BUSINESS
A. Academic Calendar 2008-2009

Karla Westphal (MSE) moved that the Senate adopt Option A.  The motion was 
seconded.
· Some divisions are concerned that the drop in Spring enrollment is partly due to our early start in January.

· Our current break between Fall and Spring semesters allows no time for needed repairs to and maintenance of facilities.

· Science courses would be negatively affected by Option B.

· Social and Behavioral Sciences is strongly in favor of Option B.

· Nursing strongly favored Option A.

· Liberal Arts and Learning Resources strongly supported Option B.

· Kinesiology and Athletics strongly supported Option A due to athletic teams’ schedule.


The question was called.  Option A was approved by a vote of 10 in favor and 6 
opposed.
B.  IU BA Degree Agreement and DE Exam Proctoring
· The need for a Proctoring Center and process for DE classes offered by all colleges and universities other than Saddleback was noted.

· It was suggested that the Academic Senate might work on this.

· The first page of the Spring 2007 schedule of classes will include an ad for the agreement with Indiana University.

· Concern was expressed that this degree program was given primacy of place over other transfer institutions in the Spring schedule.

· A representative from IU may come to Transfer Day on October 23rd.

· Concern was expressed that the Academic Senate was not consulted about this partnership agreement while it was in the planning stage. 

C.  Transfer Update
· Transfer Day will be held on Monday, October 23rd from 10 am to 1 pm in the SSC Quad.

· Faculty are asked to wear clothing from their graduate school.  A group picture will be taken at 12:15 pm.

· The Transfer Checklists for Students transferring to a CSU or a UC are now available online.

D.  BP 5505 – Student Grade and Instructional Related Grievance
· A Task Force of IVC and Saddleback faculty is continuing to work on recommendations for revisions to BP 5505.

· The next meeting will take place on Monday, October 16th at 1:00 in the small conference room in the AGB building. 

E.  Full-Time Faculty Hiring Prioritization Committee
· The Faculty Hiring Prioritization Committee met on Monday, October 9th at 2:30 pm to hear departmental presentations and voted immediately thereafter.

· The ranked list was presented to the Senate for action.

· The Senate recommended that the committee be reconvened to consider revisions to the current process through which full-time positions are ranked.


Jeanne Smih (MSE) moved that the Academic Senate accept the prioritized list as 
submitted.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
F. Constitution and By-Laws Revision
· The Senate began the process of reviewing its Constitution and By-laws.
· Changes in some of the language were proposed.
· Work will continue on this matter.
9.   NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution to Ban Religious Invocations at College Events
· Concern was expressed that religious invocations excluded, rather than included, people.
· It was suggested that a moment of silence might take the place of a religious invocation.
· The resolution was amended to include a moment of silence.

Bill Alston (MSE) moved that the resolution be sent back to the Executive 
Committee for revision and be brought back to the Senate for consideration at a 
future meeting.  The motion was seconded.  The motion was defeated by a vote of 
8 in favor and 10 opposed.

Karla Westphal (MSE) moved adoption of the resolution was amended.  The 
motion was seconded and passed by a vote of 15 in favor, 2 opposed, and 1 
abstention.
