1. CALL TO ORDER

President Claire Cesareo-Silva called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m. 
2. INTRODUCE AND WELCOME GUESTS

Michael Martin and Alexis Hay, members of the ASG Executive Committee, were welcomed to the Senate.
3. ADOPTION OF AGENDA
President Claire Cesareo-Silva removed Item 9.F (Program Change: Physical Education to Kinesiology) from the agenda.

Kris Leppien-Christensen (SBS) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve the adoption of the agenda.
4.      ADOPTION OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
Wendy Gordon (LALR) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve adoption of the minutes from the September 14, 2005 meeting.

5.
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Rosalinde Wilcox (FA) announced that the exhibition “Another View II: Selected Worls from Contemporary North American Printmakers” will open at the Saddleback College Art Gallery on Tuesday, October 25th and run until November 17th. 

Miki Mikolajczak (CSSP) announced that Transfer Day will be held on November 1st.  Senators were encouraged to wear alumni gear from their Alma Maters, and to attend Transfer Day activities.
Miki Mikolajczak (CSSP) informed the Senate that National University had contacted her about setting up a meeting with the faculty of Orange County colleges. 

Cheryl Altman (LALR) reported that the Bravo Beethoven concert, held on Friday, October 14th, was extraordinary.

6.       PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Claire Cesareo-Silva reported the following:
Miki Mikoljczak (CSSP) was appointed to the State Academic Senate UC-CCC Transfer Advisory Board.

Randy Anderson was appointed as a State Academic Senate DSP&S Regional Coordinator.

Approximately 100 diseased trees will be removed from the Saddleback College campus.  It is important that the tree stumps not remain, and that some form of landscaping should take their place.

Faculty Hiring Policy Negotiations
Negotiations between representatives of the Academic Senates and the SOCCCD are continuing on this matter.  The next meeting will be Friday, October 21st. 
7.  APPROVAL OF CONSENT CALENDAR ITEMS
A. Approval of Faculty to Sit on Committees
Jeanne Smith (SM) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to approve faculty to sit on committees. (Handouts 7.A and 7.B)
8.  OLD BUSINESS
A.  Accreditation
· The Accreditation Report was submitted to the State Chancellor’s Office before the October 15th deadline.

· The Accreditation Team will visit Saddleback College on Thursday, November 3rd. 
B. Facilities Update – BGS Building
· An excerpt from the Bainbridge Group’s report on “Microbial/Mold Inspection Assessment and Remediation Recommendations for the Business/General Studies Building” was distributed to the Senate. (Handout 8.B.1)

· The cost of repairing the BGS Building is approximately $8 million.

· Repairs likely will start during the summer of 2006.

· Plans to construct a village in lower campus are proceeding. 

· A proposed resolution on the Maintenance of Facilities in the SOCCCD was read to the Senate.
· Rosalinde Wilcox (FA) moved; it was seconded and passed by voice vote to adopt the resolution.
· The ASG representatives requested a copy of the resolution.  President Cesareo-Silva will send it to them by e-mail.

C. Technical and Classified Staff Support
· The Board of Trustees has approved contracting out for the establishment of a Consolidated Help Desk to handle problems with both the telephone system and computers.
· The Board of Trustees approved up to $60,000 to be taken every three months from Basic Aid to cover the costs of the Help Desk.
· Senators expressed reservations about an off-site help desk and strongly supported on-site technical support.  It was suggested that the Basic Aid funding allocated for off-site technical support should be used to hire additional on-site staff instead.
· It was reported that San Diego County’s implementation of off-site technical support resulted in increased time to address and solve computer problems.
· Concern was expressed that inexperienced computer users who were facing problems with their computers might be intimidated by an off-site help desk, and find personal, on-site support preferable.
· Off-site support was impractical in cases where a faculty member was in the middle of class and experienced a computer problem that required immediate attention.
· The ASG representative noted that during peak class hours someone should be available on-site to answer phones and personally address computer problems.
· It was noted that the fact that the SOCCCD Chancellor has re-assigned one full-time ITC staff member to work for the District indicates that the District is aware of the benefit of on-site technical support.
9.   NEW BUSINESS
      
A.  ASB Cards
· The ASG representative reported that as of October 19th, ASB card sales were up 22% from last year.  $50,000 in card sales is targeted as the goal for the 2005-2006 academic year.
· The ASG is in the midst of discussions concerning creating a new Emeritus ASB card.
B.   Full-time Faculty Hiring Prioritization
· The committee received paperwork for 35 positions.

· Rosalinde Wilcox (FA) moved; it was seconded and approved by voice vote to adopt the full-time faculty hiring prioritization list.
     
C.  District and Board of Trustees Goals
· Senators expressed concern with the District Goals as written. (Handout 9.C.1)
· It was strongly felt that many of the goals fell under the purview of the college and not that of the district.

· Senators stressed that any goals that deal with instruction, curriculum, or student success were the responsibility of the faculty and the Academic Senate. 

· It was noted that the development of programs or staffing plans for the colleges was the responsibility of the individual colleges, not the district.

D. Board Policy Revisions
Discussion of this matter was postponed until the October 26th meeting.

E. 2007-20087 Academic Calendar
· Four drafts of a proposed 2007-2008 academic calendar were presented to the Senate. (Handouts 9.E.1-4)
· Nursing noted that late start Options C and D will not enable the Nursing program to secure the required clinical placements for its students.

F.  Community Education: Approval of New Courses
Senators voiced no objections to the proposed courses. (Handout 9.G.1)
