Plans for security cameras on campus were discussed at the Board Meeting and Trustee Fuentes raised the issue of developing a Board Policy on surveillance before the cameras are installed.

Recently, Blackboard has been plagued with technical problems that are preventing students from completing exams and professors from posting content.  Discussion followed regarding the need for technical support for faculty and students as the number of students in distance education classes continues to grow.  The Distance Education Committee is also developing policy suggestions on scheduling and staffing, defining effective contact, and guiding online faculty observation in distance education classes.  The committees’ suggestions will be presented to the Senate for discussion.
Alannah Rosenberg moved, was seconded by Rich Potratz, and it passed by voice vote that any meetings where the issues being discussed will affect the ITC, Distance Education, or BGS utilization must include faculty approved by the Senate.
