Minutes of November 10, 2011
A motion was made, seconded, and the minutes were unanimously approved.

Agenda
A motion was made, seconded, and the agenda was unanimously approved.

Public Comments
Carmenmara Hernandez-Bravo called on Members to support additional assistance for the Curriculum Office. Kris Leppien-Christensen informed the Committee that interviews were scheduled for the week of December 12 for the currently advertised position.

Karla Westphal raised a question regarding the Committee’s bylaws; Kris Leppien-Christensen directed her attention to item number 13 on the agenda.

Chair’s Report
Kris Leppien-Christensen did not have a Chair’s Report for this meeting. He did, however, advise the Committee that when programs make substantial changes they must be reviewed by the Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges (ACCJC) as well as by the State.

Local Implementation for College Level Examination Program (CLEP) International Baccalaureate (IB) Exams – Information Item presented by Ralph Meza
This item will be up for action in January 2012.

Ralph Meza provided a handout to the Committee to accompany his presentation. He explained that the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges (ASCCC) recently approved the CCC GE CLEP exam score equivalency list (accepted for CSU GE credit) and the CCC GE IB score equivalency list (accepted for CSU and IGETC credit) and encouraged local senates to adopt and implement these changes. He proposed that Saddleback adopt and implement these changes in line with the ASCCC’s recommendation. Doing so would allow students who pass an equivalency exam to earn GE credit on courses for native degrees; equivalency, however, would not replace the course for the degree. In addition to allowing students who have attended more than one California community college to earn GE credit, adopting these changes would designate Saddleback as a Servicemember Opportunity College (SOC); Ralph emphasized the importance of this “military friendly” designation to enlisted military and veteran students in selecting a community college.

Pam Barr questioned whether there are restrictions regarding when students take the CLEP exam; Ralph replied that for example, there are no restrictions on military students. No CLEP or IB credit is given in any area, however, in which a student earned college credit prior to completing the CLEP or IB examination. Pam further questioned what happens if the course a student is seeking equivalency for is required for their degree; Ralph responded it would only count for GE credit and not toward their major. Karla Westphal questioned how equivalency would affect matriculation. Ralph is exploring this issue further and noted that he is researching how other schools are addressing this issue. Karla suggested equivalency might follow Advanced Placement (AP) guidelines.

Pam Barr noted that according to the information provided on the last page of the handout that a student earning a passing score on the CLEP examination for Spanish I would earn a minimum of six semester credits but nothing toward GE Breadth Certification; she noted this raises issues of interpretation. Ralph responded that he would do further research into the issue and bring information back to the Committee. Bart McHenry further observed that a student taking the CLEP examination for English Composition would earn zero semester credits and zero credits toward GE Breadth Certification; he questioned why a student would take the exam if they didn’t earn any credit. Kris Leppien-Christensen suggested that perhaps a private university or other school might accept the exam for credit.

Carmenmara Hernandez-Bravo questioned how equivalency would affect Saddleback’s rule that two years of high school Spanish count toward one semester of college credit. Ralph replied he would look into this further.

AA/AS Alignment – Information Item
Kris Leppien-Christensen observed that many programs currently offer both an AA and an AS degree and that little differentiates them. He directed Members’ attention to the State Academic Senate’s definition which reads:

The Academic Senate resolved that associate degrees should be classified as follows:
	-Associate in Science (AS) should be used for any Science, Technology, Engineering, or Mathematics (STEM) field and career technical education (CTE) programs.
	-Associate in Arts (AA) should be used for everything else.

Kris asked Committee Members to please circulate this definition among their departments and consider reducing the number of degree offerings. He noted that a previous accreditation team expressed concern regarding the large number of degrees and he recommended following the Senate’s guidelines.

Health Sciences (Health Information Technology) - Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the prerequisite change for HIT 221 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for HIT 204 and 221 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the limitation changes for HIT 216 and 219 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 4 course modifications were approved.

Advanced Technology and Applied Science – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisites for ARCH 124B, ARCH 124C, FN 601, FN 602, and HORT 600 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new corequisite for FN 600 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the corequisite change for ENV 105 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for ARCH 604, ARCH 605, AUTO 600, AUTO 601, DR 600, DR 601, DR 602, FASH 260, FN 173, FN 245, and FN 602 was approved. Lindsay Fox offered a correction regarding the recommended preparation change listed for FASH 260 explaining that FASH 154 is actually a new prerequisite and not a recommended preparation. Karla Westphal amended the motion to add FASH 260 to the list of courses with new prerequisites.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation changes for ARCH 124B, ARCH 124C, DR 23, DR 102, and DR 120 were approved.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made, seconded, and 19 new courses, 11 course deletions, and 91 course modifications were approved.

Emeritus – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation change for ART 12X was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 2 new courses and 48 course modifications were approved.

Liberal Arts – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisites for HUM 10A, HUM 10B, and PORT 2 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the prerequisite changes for ENG 3 and ENG 4 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new corequisites for PORT 1, PORT 2, and PORT 999A were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for PHIL 14 and PORT 1 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation changes for HUM 10A and HUM 10B were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 4 new courses, 15 course deletions, and 67 course modifications were approved.

Learning Resources – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and 1 course modification was approved.

Kinesiology – Action Item
Kris Leppien-Christensen explained that a number of courses up for approval are highlighted in yellow; the yellow indicates that minor changes to these courses are still pending. In many instances the division has two versions of a course—a summer version and one offered during the regular academic year—and the two versions need to be clearly differentiated.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for DANC 69 and 70 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded and 2 new courses, 5 course deletions, and 112 course modifications were approved.

Bylaws – Discussion Item
Kris Leppien-Christensen noted that it was requested this item be placed on the agenda prior to the Academic Senate reportedly taking action on this issue at their November 23, 2011 meeting at which they reportedly voted to revoke Deans’ voting rights on the Curriculum Committee. He explained that the Educational Code gives the Academic Senate authority over curriculum.

A discussion ensued regarding the reported bylaw change during which Faculty Members expressed concern regarding the process by which this change occurred and dissatisfaction with not having been consulted prior to a vote being held. Faculty Members discussed possible ways to address the Academic Senate’s decision. It was agreed that a representative would be invited to explain the process and decision to the Committee before an item is placed on the agenda for action.
