Minutes of October 27, 2011
A motion was made, seconded, and the minutes were unanimously approved.

Agenda
A motion was made, seconded, and the agenda was unanimously approved.

Public Comments
Carmenmara Hernandez-Bravo updated the Committee regarding the change to Board policy allowing faculty to donate time to classified staff. She thanked the Committee and everyone who worked on behalf of the policy change for their support.

Carmenmara further called on Members to support additional assistance for the Curriculum Office.

Kris Leppien-Christensen announced that a “Chair’s Report” will be added to the agenda. He briefly summarized what occurred at the Academic Senate for California Community College’s Fall Plenary Session the previous week. 

Health Sciences (Health Information Technology) – Information Item
Health Information Technology is proposing 4 course modifications.

In addition, the division is proposing a prerequisite change for HIT 221; a new recommended prep for HIT 204 and 221; and a limitation change for HIT 216 and 219.

Advanced Technology and Applied Science – Information Item
Advanced Technology and Applied Science is proposing 11 course deletions, 19 new courses, and 91 course modifications.

In addition, the division is proposing a new prerequisite for ARCH 124B and 124C, FN 601 and 602, and HORT 600; a new corequisite for FN 600; a corequisite change for ENV 105; a new recommended prep for ARCH 604 and 605, AUTO 600 and 601, DR 600, 601, and 602, FASH 260, and FN 173, 245, and 602; and a recommended prep change for ARCH 124B and 124C, and DR 23, 102, and 120.

Emeritus – Information Item
Emeritus is proposing 2 new courses and 48 course modifications.

In addition the division is proposing a recommended prep change for ART 12X.

Liberal Arts – Information Item
Liberal Arts is proposing 15 course deletions, 4 new courses, and 67 course modifications.

In addition, the division is proposing a new prerequisite for HUM 10A and 10B, and PORT 2; a prerequisite change for ENG 3 and 4; a new corequisite for PORT 1, 2, and 999A; a new recommended prep for PHIL 14 and PORT 1, and a recommended prep change for HUM 10A and 10B.


Learning Resources – Information Item
Learning Resources is proposing 1 course modification.

Kinesiology – Information Item
Kinesiology is proposing 5 course deletions, 2 new courses, and 125 course modifications.

In addition, the division is proposing a new recommended prep for DANC 69 and 70.

Kris Leppien-Christensen noted that several courses were labeled as “pending division review and tech review” and explained that this indicates courses to which minor revisions are still being made.

Barbara Cox asked for clarification regarding the meaning of “mental sports skills” in reference to KNES 105. Tony Lipold explained that this refers to the psychological aspect of sports.

A question was raised regarding the difference between a .00 and .05 version of a course; Kris Leppien-Christensen explained that it refers to a summer course and one offered during the regular academic year.

Kris Leppien-Christensen encouraged members to review the materials they have been provided concerning items up for action at the December 1 meeting.

Counseling and Special Programs – Action Item
Mike Bennett offered a correction to KNEA 1 and 2, noting that these courses are reversing their open entrance/open exit policies.

A motion was made, seconded, and 2 course deletions and 18 course modifications were approved.

Business Science – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for CWE 180 (1 unit and 2 unit versions) was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 3 new courses, 5 course deletions, and 19 course modifications were approved.

Math, Science, and Engineering – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisite was approved for BIO 48.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation change for CS 3A was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 5 new courses, 14 course deletions, and 23 course modifications were approved.

Fine Arts – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisites for TA 2, TA 3, TA 4, and TA 5 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the prerequisite change for PHOT 190 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the corequisite change for CTVR 280 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for TA 125 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation changes for CTVR 280, TA 2, 3, 4, and 5 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the limitation changes for MUS 50, 51, and 52 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 2 new courses, 6 course deletions, and 42 course modifications were approved.

Social and Behavioral Sciences – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisite for PSYC 601 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the prerequisite change for CD 121 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation changes for EDUC 205, 210, 215, 220, and 225 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the limitation changes for EDUC 115 and 240 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 5 new courses, 13 course deletions, and 49 course modifications were approved.

Kris Leppien-Christensen reminded the Committee that there will be a few information items at the December 1 meeting that won’t be up for action until January 2012.

He also noted that at the December 1 meeting Members will be provided with a list of DE courses that are set for deletion per the Committee’s affirmative vote at the October 13, 2011 meeting.

CSU-GE and IGETC are due to Articulation by November 15, 2011.

Spring ’12 2nd 8-week DE courses are due to the Curriculum Office by February 3, 2012.
