Minutes of September 29, 2011
A motion was made, seconded, and the minutes were unanimously approved.

Agenda
A motion was made, seconded, and the agenda was unanimously approved with item 5, the Health Sciences action item, moved to the first item of business.
Health Sciences – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and the new prerequisites for MLT 600, 601, N 245, SL 600, 601, and 602 were approved.

The prerequisite change for HIT 221 was pulled from consideration and will be brought back at a later date. A motion was made, seconded, and the prerequisite changes for MLT 242 and 244 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new corequisites for EMT 600 and 601C were approved.

The new recommended preparation for HIT 204 and 221 was pulled from consideration and will be brought back at a later date. A motion was made, seconded, and the new recommended preparation for HS 100, HSC 227, MLT 232, 235, 600, 601, and N 176 was approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the recommended preparation changes for EMT 210, 219, HS 220, INSR 200, N 164, 204, and 245 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and the new limitations for EMT 600 and 601 were approved.

The limitation change for HIT 216 and 219 were pulled from consideration and will be brought back at a later date. A motion was made, seconded, and the limitation changes for MA 217A, 217B, 217C, and N 164 were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and 7 new courses, 13 course deletions, and 47 course modifications were approved.

Public Comments

CIAC Definition of Credit Hour – Information Item
Kris Leppien-Christensen updated the Committee that there are new federal standards as of July 1, 2011 concerning how a credit hour is counted. The CSU Chancellor’s Office issued a memorandum earlier this month defining a credit hour as consistent with the federal definition. Kris Leppien-Christensen noted that this revised definition allows for more flexibility and also takes into account online courses. This doesn’t change anything for Saddleback as this is already how we count credit hours.

Distance Ed – Action Item
Kris Leppien-Christensen addressed the Committee regarding the Curriculum Office’s proposal to remove the DE version of courses from CurricUNET explaining this will streamline the course approval process and eliminate redundancies. Courses will still follow the same course approval process based on a single COR.

A motion was made, seconded, and the removal of DE courses from CurricUNET was unanimously approved.
