Spring 2012 Special Topics Courses - Action Item
It was noted that CTVR 1 (Mass Media and Society) is crosslisted with Journalism. It was further noted that Business 189 (Special Topics: Innovation and New Product Development) is being offered once, not twice.

Spring 2012 DE Courses - Information Item

Child Development AST - Approval Item
Kris informed the Committee that he foresees no problems with State approval as the TMC matches that presented to the department.

SB 1440 Update
Kris informed the Committee that the Academic Senate is putting together discipline input groups to begin the process of developing Transfer Model Curricula templates for the following disciplines: Anthropology, Engineering (Civil, Mechanical, Electrical),Geography, Information Systems, Journalism, Nursing, Philosophy, Radio/Television/Film, Social Work (which was sent to Kim Branch-Stewart), and Spanish.

A meeting will be held on Friday, October 14 at the Westin LAX to bring together discipline experts from UC, CSU, and CCC. For those interested in attending parking, breakfast, and lunch are paid for.

Kris further informed the Committee that a number of new TMC templates have been approved at the state level for the following disciplines: Criminal Justice, Art History, Business, Communication Studies, Early Childhood Education, English, Geology, History, Kinesiology, Math, Psychology, Physics, Political Science, Sociology, Studio Art, and Theatre Arts.

Stand-Alone Course Training 
Kris explained to the Committee that as mandated by AB 1943 and Title 5, Section 55100 all Members need to complete stand-alone course training so that proof of certification can be submitted by the deadline of 11:59 p.m. on September 30. In the past, campuses that submitted this certification late were required to submit all stand-alone classes to the Chancellor’s Office for approval.

Stand-alone course training was completed by those Members in attendance.
