Minutes of September 16, 2010
A motion was made, seconded, and the minutes were approved.

Agenda
A motion was made, seconded, and the agenda was approved.


Public Comments
Donna Rane-Szostak introduced Rebekah L. Ray, a National League for Nursing Accrediting Commission (NLNAC) program evaluator and Curriculum Committee guest.


Counseling and Special Services – Action Item
A motion was made, seconded, and 1 new course (SPS 600), 11 course revisions (including 4 course reactivations), and 2 course deletions were approved.

A motion was made, seconded, and a recommended prep for SPS 600 was approved. 


Kinesiology – Information Item
A motion was made, seconded, and 6 course revisions were approved.


Emeritus – Information Item
Emeritus is proposing 40 new courses and 22 course revisions.

David Francisco informed the Committee that the Emeritus program received notification from the Chancellor’s office stating that we can no longer offer non-credit kinesiology courses. In the effort of revising curriculum and maintaining compliance with the Chancellor’s office, Emeritus has created 36 new Gerontology courses. These courses include lecture and lab hours, therefore they will maintain the physical component of the kinesiology courses but will also include lecture during each class meeting.

Sandy Marzilli informed the Committee that these courses are life sustaining and not recreational in nature. Over 6,000 individuals enroll in the Emeritus Kinesiology courses every year.

Kris Leppien-Christensen stated that the lecture component was analyzed in tech review and does contain substantial lessons that will compliment the physical aspect of the course.


Announcements
On September 29, 2010 the Governor of California approved Senator Bill 1440 (SB 1440) which will facilitate the transfer process for students, by guaranteeing admission to any CSU after achieving an associate degree. David Francisco and Kris Leppien-Christensen notified the Committee that they were staying informed of the Bill and will be awaiting direction from the Chancellor’s office.

All 2011-2012 Taxonomy changes need to be submitted to the Curriculum Office in AGB 123 on or before October 15, 2010. 

All  CSU/IGETC requests are due to Articulation Officer, Ralph Meza, by October 19, 2010.
