3.  90% of the respondents to an Employer Survey conducted every 2 years by the Automotive Technology department will respond that there is a labor demand for automotive technicians.

2. Final exams were aggregated for fall, spring, summer.  59% of students who took individual course final exams  scored a passing grade of C or above.
