To increase awareness of the student financial aid programs and encourage students to apply.

	1. To increase student awareness of, as well as provide information about, the various types of federal financial aid programs through workshops, classroom presentations, websites, online applications, outreach events and individual appointments.

2. To increase the number of workshops and direct student contact through classroom presentations to encourage and help students with the FAFSA application and increase awareness of the financial aid programs.
3. To increase the   awareness of the on-line scholarship application

	1a. The Office will track the number of FAFSA applications and BOG fee waiver applications filed for 2008/09. These numbers will increase by at least 3% yearly.

2a. Tracking of the number of events and students who attend outreach events will increase by 5% yearly.

3a. The number of students filing for scholarships will show an increase of 3% yearly.


	The number of FAFSA applications filed for 2007/08 was 5,129 compared to 6,587 in 2008/09.
The number of BOG Fee Waiver Applications filed for 2007/08 was 3,471 compared to 3,852 in 2008/09. 
In 2007/08 there were 98 outreach events (19 on-campus, 79 off-campus) and a total number of students served is 14,234. 

In 2008/09 there were a total of 55 Financial Aid Outreach events.
44 events were organized and conducted by the

SFASO. 11 events were organized by other departments with participation by the SFASO. 5 of the 11 events were conducted off campus. A total of 2012 students were tracked. This will serve as a baseline for next year.

In 2007/08 950 students attempted the online scholarship application and 360 completed the process.

In 2008/09 a total of  1171 students attempted the online scholarship application and only 265 completed the process to be considered for scholarships 
	We exceeded our goal of 3% and increased FAFSA applications.
We will continue tracking the number of applications to assure our goal is met.

We exceeded our goal of 3% and increased BOG fee waivers. The CCCApply BOG online application would help to increase the number of students applying.
We will continue to track and use 2008/09 as our baseline for departmental outreach and not use the outreach events for the entire college. 

We have exceeded our goal to increase the awareness of our online scholarship application; however, we fell

short in the number of students that completed the process.

We are in the process of purchasing the Stars Online Scholarship Program for 2009/10.

We must continue our outreach efforts to encourage students to apply and complete their application for scholarships.
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
