	Saddleback College’s goal is to “provide a comprehensive, broad range of high-quality courses and programs to enable students to pursue their educational objectives and career goals. The ESL program is a comprehensive and flexible program dedicated to helping non-native English speakers achieve their diverse goals – be they academic, vocational, and/or personal growth—by providing accessible courses to improve students’ language skills and increase cultural awareness.

	ESL students will improve their overall writing skills.


	Given the same writing prompt in all reading/writing courses in the intermediate and advanced levels, ESL 335, 336 and 345, students will be evaluated on their ability to produce a paragraph, composition, or an essay.  


	Students were holistically graded on their written response to the response “What can cause a friendship to end”. Success was measured by evaluating the writing being at the entry point to the next level.  A success rate of only 56% was disappointing.  


	These results have caused us to reevaluate our curriculum.  All reading/writing courses will focus more on writing while using reading as a support.  Also, the frequency and length of writing assignments will be increased in all multiskills classes (pending curricula approval this fall).
