3. 60% of students who complete the Matriculation process in the Fall will register for classes within the next academic year.  Student enrollment will be tracked.


	1.  81% (n=2,315) of the students who tested within the date range completed the Matriculation process.
2.  76% (n=2,170) of the students who tested within the date range successfully completed online orientation.

3.  88% (n=2,039) of the students that completed the Matriculation process registered for class either in Fall 2008 or Spring 2009.
	1.  Continue to schedule Matriculation services as before and assess the outcomes to ensure that the results meet the needs of students.
2.  Notify students who have not completed the orientation component of matriculation.  Emphasize that orientation can be completed online or in person.
3.  Matriculation Department will continue to track this information.
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
