The Mission of the ASL Program at Saddleback College is to prepare students to fulfill a variety of roles in interpreting ASL, to provide access for members of the deaf community and to recognize the multicultural nature of the deaf community.


	1. Graduates will demonstrate competency in basic knowledge of ASL.
2. Students will compare and contrast cultural similarities and differences in the deaf community as compared to other cultural groups.
3. Students will develop basic conversational fluency in ASL.

	1. 70% of candidates  will achieve a passing score on the National Interpreter Certification Written Examination

2. 90% of students completing SL1 and SL 101  will achieve “satisfactory or better” on a rubric which evaluates cultural similarities and differences in  writing assignments, including  deaf event experiences, interviews and personal development plans. 

3. Upon completion of the capstone course (SL 4), 85% of students will achieve 70% or better on a testing rubric including receptive and expressive  skills including  fingerspelling, numbers, sentences  and specific aspects of language in ASL / Spoken English.
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
