The mission of the Saddleback college Matriculation program is to ensure appropriate assessment; placement and advisement of students so that all students complete their courses, persist to the next academic year, and achieve their educational objectives.
	1. Administer assessment instruments and provide results to assist students in determining their competency in computational and language skills.
2.  Provide students with information on college programs and services to enhance academic success.

3. Provide students with academic information to enhance academic success.
	1. 70% of students required to matriculate for Fall successfully complete the matriculation process by the end of Summer semester.  
Student success will be tracked.

2. 80% of students will be able to successfully identify college programs and services.  Student success will be tracked.

3. 60% of students who complete the Matriculation process in the Fall will register for classes within the next academic year.  Student enrollment will be tracked.
	1. In the Fall of 2006 4,363 students were required to matriculate.  3,008 or 69% of the students completed matriculation by the end of Summer 2007.
2. 1,885 student took the on-line orientation test.  98% of these students passed the on-line orientation and 2% had to retake the test.  The mean score on the test is 8.04 and the standard deviation is 1,260.

3.  88.3% (2,655 out of 3,008) of the students who completed matriculation registered for a class in 2007-2008 academic year.
	1. Increase Outreach to those students needing to complete the matriculation process will be done.
2. The Matriculation department will continue to assess the outcomes to ensure that the results are indicative of student’s level of knowledge on this issue.
3. The department will continue to track this information.
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
