	1.  Students who take the core course in Cultural Anthropology (Anth 2) will be able to explain the importance of cultural relativism in the analysis of global diversity, and discuss how this perspective differs from ethnocentrism.

2.  Students who take the core course in Biological Anthropology (Anth 1) will be able to explain the processes of evolutionary change.

3.  Students enrolled in the Biological Anthropology lab course (Anth 1L) will be able to classify hominin species based upon anatomical traits.
	1.  On an essay quiz given in all sections of Anth 2 each spring, 80% students will score at least 4 out of a possible 5.

2.  On an essay question embedded in the midterms of all Anth 1 sections each spring, 75% of the students will be able to accurately distinguish between mutation, gene flow, genetic drift, and natural selection by receiving a score of at least 8 out of a possible 10.

3.  On a lab practicum given in all sections of Anth 1L each spring, 75% of the students will successfully apply at least 4 distinct traits in the identification of species and receive a score of at least 12 out of a possible 16.
	1.  On an essay quiz given in all sections of Anth 2 in the Spring, 71.26% of students scored at least 4 out of a possible 5.  
2.  On an essay question embedded in the midterms of all Anth 1 sections in the spring, only 58.81% scored at least 8 out of a possible 10.

3.On a lab practicum given in all sections of Anth 1L in the spring 74.87% of students were able to score 12 out of a possible 16.
	1.  We were roughly 9% below the level we wanted to achieve.  There were a number of 0s reported in the SLO results, so one thing we are going to do make sure that all instructors exclude the results from students who do not take the exam because it skewed the data.  We are also going to make sure that all instructors include more examples of the cultural relativistic perspective in their teaching.
2.  We were roughly 16% below the level we wanted to achieve.  Again, there were a number of 0s reported in the SLO results, so we are going to make sure that all instructors exclude the results from students who do not take the exam because it skewed the data.  We are also going to make sure that all our instructors stress the importance of clearly defining each of these processes in their teaching, and of uses examples of each of the processes at various points in the semester.
3.  We essentially met our goal of 80%.  Nevertheless, we will also make sure to exclude the results of students who do not complete the practicum.
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
