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	Saddleback College Goal:

Child Development Center Goal:

“The CDC is a model integrated child development and educational studies program providing services to the Saddleback College campus and the surrounding community.  It provides a high quality, learning environment for young children; nurturing support and resources for parents; a state-of-the-art training model for students pursuing the field of early childhood; and observation and hands-on opportunities for many other disciplines on campus.”

	1. Student parents will have an increased awareness of the childcare services on campus.

2. The CDC will provide Saddleback College students a lab environment and observational experience in order to support their coursework requirements. 
3.  Students will be able to incorporate their hands-on observational experience at the Center to enhance and reinforce the knowledge comprehended from their instructional lectures.
	1. The CDC will increase the amount of student parents utilizing childcare services on campus by 5% as evidenced by enrollment records from the previous year and the current year.  

2.  The lab hours completed by students at the CDC will increase by 5% over the last fiscal year as evidenced by the sign-in records from the previous year and the current year.  

3. At least 80% of the participating students who complete classroom observations at the center will report that their observation experience reinforced the knowledge they gained from their classroom instruction as evidenced by the results of an exit survey that students will complete. 


	1. Enrollment records were tallied and indicate an equal number of student parents from the 05/06 fiscal year compared to the 06/07 fiscal year.  Records indicate 40% student enrollment, 10% faculty/staff enrollment and 50% community enrollment. 
2.  Student sign-in records were tallied and indicated a 6% decrease of student participation from last fiscal year to this fiscal year.
3. A sampling of the participating students was surveyed on their observational experiences while at the CDC.
100% indicated that their observation experience reinforced the knowledge they gained from their classroom instruction.


	1. a. The CDC will utilize marketing strategies to advertise the availability of child care services for students on campus.  b. The CDC will continue to offer students first priority in registration, faculty and staff will receive second priority and all remaining spots will be offered to the community.  
2.  Upon review of the assessment results, it was determined that a major course that utilizes the CDC for lab purposes was cancelled during the spring semester due to low enrollment.  This resulted in lower student participation and accounted for the 6% decrease of lab hours.  The CDC will continue to monitor the number of students participating in lab work and will continue to work with the CDES department to ensure appropriate student participation. 
3. The CDC is satisfied with the results of the survey and sees no need for action at this time.  They will continue to provide an exceptional learning environment for adult student learners.
