3.  Students who complete COS classes will be satisfied with information and concepts they gained from each class in the program.

	75% of students in the program will successfully complete the courses with a grade of “C” or better and of these students, 75% will apply for a certificate or OSA.

80% of the graduates will take the State Board licensing exam and of these 75% will pass.

At the end of each COS class a student satisfaction survey will given and the results tabulated. For each class at least 80% of the students surveyed will indicate that they are satisfied.
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
