	Students in ESL 354 (Vocabulary for College) will demonstrate an increase in knowledge of vocabulary using prefixes, roots, and suffixes appropriate for an academic setting 
	On an objective pre and post test administered in spring, 2008, students in ESL 354 will demonstrate an increase of at least 10% over the pre test in vocabulary recognition of words using prefixes, roots, and suffixes by the end of the semester.
	14 students took both the pre- and post-test.  (There were more students
taking the test in each group, of course, but some dropped before the
post-test and some added after the pre-test.  
For these 14 students, the average of the pre-test was 24.1 out
of 35.  The average of the post-test was 28.5/35.  So students gained 4.4
points over the initial average.   Dividing 4.4 by 24.1 (the initial score)
gave an 18.2% improvement rate, a rate higher than our stated goal.

	We are pleased with our result on this SLO.  We may in future tests consider a different group of morphemes to assess, perhaps root morphemes only rather than prefixes and suffixes.
