	1.  In the introductory course, English 300, students will be able to recognize sentence fragments and possible ways to correct them

2.  In the introductory course, English 300, students will be able to recognize the topic sentence of a paragraph.

3.  Students completing the introductory course, English 300, will have the necessary skills to succeed in English 200, the preparatory course for English 1A.
	1. 75% of English 300 students will be able to identify sentence fragments and will be able to recognize ways to correct them, scoring 70% or higher on a departmental test. 

2. 75% of English 300 students will be able to identify the topic sentence of a paragraph, scoring 70% or higher on a departmental objective test. 

3.  Seventy percent of the students who pass English 300 with a C or above (and who enroll in and complete English 200) will pass English 200 with a C or above.  Student grades will be tracked through the college databases examining grades from Fall, 2006 to Spring 2007.
	1. During fall, 2007, the assessment was again administered to English 300 students:  the average score was 70.07%.  ParScore indicated that 62.25% of the students passed with a 70% or higher.

       During Spring, 2008, the assessment was given to English 300 students (79).  58.23% passed with a 70% or higher score.  The average score was 66. 

2. During Fall, 2007, the assessment was once again given to 151 English 300 students. The average score was 71.39%. ParScore analysis indicated that 69.54% of the students passed with 70% or above.

We administered the test again during spring to see how our fall and spring scores compared. During spring, the average score was 63.16; ParScore analysis showed that 49.37% of the students passed with a 70% or higher score.

3.  According to the college databases, of the 138 students who passed English 300 with an A, B,  C , or Cr and then enrolled in English 200, 88%  did pass English 200 with an A, B, C, or Cr (a C average or higher).
	1. Since we did not meet our goal of having 75% of the students passing with a 70% or higher, we gave the test again during spring semester.

Our scores lowered during spring semester, perhaps due to the smaller number of students taking the test.  Also, spring 300 sections tend to contain students with weaker skills.  Another factor may be the range of instructors teaching 300.  These scores will be discussed during our August department meeting. 

2. Although we do show that 70% of students pass with a 70% or above, we still did not reach the 75% mark; we decided to administer the test once more during spring to evaluate those scores.

The scores during spring proved disappointing.  Since we had 70% of students passing during the fall, we were puzzled to see a low score of 49% passing  during the spring.  This drop was evident last year as well though the drop was not as prominent. We plan to discuss the scores of the past year, as well as the scores from previous semesters, to plan for future assessment. 

3.  After tracking student grades from English 300 to English 200 for two years, we see clear evidence that English 300 does provide students with the necessary skills to succeed in English 200. We met our goal of having at least 70% of the students who pass English 300 with a C or above pass English 200.  In fact, analysis shows a very high rate of success.  We will discuss the results during our August meeting and set other objectives for next year.
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
