2.  Internship:

 a.  Graduates of the Fashion Program will obtain and complete an industry internship.  

b. As part of this internship students must  complete three individual goals/objectives as determined by themselves and an industry supervisor.

Internships give students work experience desirable in job applicants.
3.  Students who graduate from the Fashion Program will create a professional resume showcasing their skills. This will increase job opportunities in the field as well as promotion for those already employed.


	1.  100% of graduating students will have completed portfolios which will be reviewed and evaluated by peers, instructors and a panel of industry professionals using a criteria check list. This is a mandatory requirement for certificates and graduation.

2a. 100% of graduating students will have completed 60+ hour internship.  . . 
2b. 100% of the students will met their goals/ objectives as determined by themselves, the industry employer and supervising instructor as stated in their written self-assessment, their employers’ written assessment and the supervising instructor’s evaluation.
These are mandatory requirements for graduation.

3.  100% of graduating students will have completed resumes which will be reviewed and evaluated by peers, instructors, internship supervisors and employers and a panel of industry professionals using a criteria checklist. This is reviewed at the Department’s portfolio day.  
Writing a resume is a mandatory requirement for certificates and graduation.


	1.  100% of graduating students in 2007 completed the program with a professional portfolio which was reviewed by peers, instructors and a panel of industry professionals at the department’s portfolio day. The Panel determined that students’ portfolios met the  established criteria.
The Professional Portfolio Panel reviewed graduating fashion students’ portfolios and overwhelmingly agreed that students finished their course work with a professional portfolio. 
2. 100% of fashion students’ graduating from the program in 2007 completed their internship and met their goals.
3.  100% of Fashion students who graduated in 2007 completed a professional resume.
