Art Department Goal:

The Saddleback College Art Department is dedicated to fostering student intellectual 

growth and creative development by providing life enrichment and transferable courses through the curricula of the student arts, art history, art appreciation and gallery studies.


	1. Students enrolled in the Art Gallery/Display and Exhibition class will become aware of design concepts related to gallery/museum exhibitions; concepts such as space planning, installation, lighting and use of color.
2. Students enrolled in the Beginning Sculpture class will learn the sculpture processes of carving, forming and finishing sculptures in the materials of clay, stone, plastic, and a metal.

3. Students enrolled in Beginning Handbuilding classes will develop their skills in pinching, slab-rolling, coiling, glazing, and firing their ceramic work.

4. Students in Three-Dimensional Design will create objects that demonstrate the principles of design as they apply to form.

5.  Students enrolled in art history courses

will develop their ability to recognize and identify specific regional, cultural, period, and individual artistic styles.

6.  Students enrolled in the Beginning Jewelry class will learn the jewelry processes of etching, drilling, sawing, filing, soldering, and finishing of non ferrous metals such as copper, bronze, silver, and gold.
	1a.  At least 90% of the students who participate in the hands-on experience of preparing a successful exhibition including gallery preparation, design concepts, publicity and organizing the artist’s reception will successfully demonstrate understanding of the
process. 

1b.  At least 80% of the students will write a critique of an outside exhibition, evaluating the lighting, organization, publicity, didactic panels and design of the museum or gallery space successfully by earning a grade of C or better.

2a.  At least 80% of the students will successfully complete and fire a clay relief sculpture.
2b.  At least 80% of the students will carve a stone sculpture using reductive techniques and traditional stone carving tools.

 3a.  At least 80% of the students who complete the course will be able to demonstrate developed craftsmanship in constructing, glazing, and completing a cone 10 slab built vase from stoneware clay in a final portfolio object display.
3b.  At least 80% of the students will complete a plate decorated with slip on stoneware clay that successfully demonstrates the use of reversal and pattern in the decoration of the finished piece, as

presented in a portfolio.

4a.  At least 80% of the students will complete a carved form in plaster that relates to the hand.
4b.  At least 80% of the students will demonstrate their ability to successfully 

complete an analysis and critique of three dimensional forms through group discussion.

5a.  At least 80% of the students will recognize and identify in written exam format the artist, title, date and style of images previously studied in class in a final exam.

5b.  At least 80% of the students will analyze and identify in  written exam format the artistic style of “unknown” images, (i.e. those not previously studied in class.)

6a.  At least 80% of the students will successfully complete a fabricated decorative pin from non ferrous metal using the techniques of acid etch, sawing, and soldering.

6b.  At least 80% of the students will successfully complete a fabricated pendant necklace from non ferrous metal using the demonstrated techniques of drilling, sawing, filing, soldering, and finishing of metal.
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
