	1. By the end of the semester, students will score 70 or higher on an exam which assesses their ability to name and list concrete objects as well as describe a variety of actions in numerous 100-word compositions.

2. 80% of the students will score a 70 or higher on embedded questions to the listening comprehension component of the exams. (This will require students to listen to a conversation and simultaneously answer questions regarding this conversation.)
