Health Goal:

	1.  Students in health classes  will  describe behavior patterns, lifestyles, and value systems which govern behavior choices.

2. Students will classify and explain the effects of substance abuse.

3.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of health topics such as fitness and nutrition.


	1.  Using a rubric, a majority of the students will score at least 70% on a journal or research paper which focuses on selected topic related to health.

2.  70% of the students in health  will demonstrate greater knowledge by scoring higher on a post test on substance abuse.

3.  70% of students will correctly answer embedded questions on health assignment.


	1.  90% of the students scored at least 70% on journals submitted on the selected topic related to health.
2.  More then 85% of the students in health scored higher on the post test examination on substance abuse.
3.  85% of the students correctly answered the embedded questions on the health assignment on fitness and nutrition.

	1.  Students who did not drop the class scored exceptionally well, and instructors will continue current teaching practices.

2. Retain the same teaching methods and continue to evaluate students’ progress in future classes.

3. Additional instructor assistance will be provided to students with the expectations that their knowledge of the subject matter  will improve.
