	1.  90% of student athletes performed better than anticipated on strength and endurance fitness test.  (The only exception were those injured during the season of competition)
2. Student athletes in all sports have  demonstrated increased  levels of skills and strategies learned in practice and competition.
3.  90% of student athletes correctly questions on rules for their sport, including terminology and strategy on a written exam.

	Coaches will retain the same teaching and coaching instruction for student athletes on improving strength and endurance during the season of competition.

2. Individual statistics and team sports statistics were compiled and all were ranked in the top 50% of the conference.  Coaches will continue to use similar strategies for future competition.

3. Coaches will continue instruction methodology and  evaluate student athletes knowledge of the rules and strategy involved in the sport.
