The Saddleback College journalism program provides a comprehensive broad range of academic classes leading to successful transfer to four-year colleges and universities as communications majors.  The program also seeks to provide course instruction leading to entry-level jobs in the journalism profession.


	1. Students will know the four freedoms guaranteed by the First Amendment to the U.S. Constitution and assess the impact of this Amendment on our free and democratic society.

2. Students will learn to identify elements of Associated Press style. (JRN-2 courses only)

3. Students will be able to define libel.  Students will list the four best defenses in a libel case.


	1. On a written pre-test (second week of class) five percent of the students will be able to list the four freedoms guaranteed by the First Amendment  to the U.S. Constitution and explain their significance to a democratic society.   On a written post test (last week of class) 85 percent of the students will be able to correctly list the freedoms guaranteed by the First Amendment.  Students will also write a one paragraph explanation of the Amendments’  (assessed with a criteria guide sheet) significance to a democratic society.
2. On the final exam,  using embedded questions, 75 percent of the students will demonstrate the ability to identify and correct errors in AP style.

3. From written pre-test to written post test, 80 percent of the students will correctly define libel and list the four best defenses in a libel case 

	Spring 2008
1. Results in all Mass Media courses showed 80.5 % of the students met the projected objective for SLO #1

2Results for spring 2008 in this area were mixed at best.  On the written post test.  90 percent scored 50 percent or better. The mixed part is that only 60 percent scored 60 percent or better.
3. An average of 50 % of the students were able to meet the required standard for the first part of SLO #3 in all classes as demonstrated on the written post test.  However, less that 20 % of the students meet the standard of being able to list all four of the best defenses in a libel case.

	1. This all-important SLO will be kept for the fall ’08 semester for the program and for the CA/JRN 1 course.  Students performed well on both the written exit test and the embedded questions on the final exam. This SLO is so important that we need to shoot for 100 percent competency. 
2. We are re-evaluating the test and developing new in-class strategies to improve the results in this area and we will reassess in fall ‘8 using the same evaluation tech.
3. We really missed the boat for some reason this semester in this area.  Even though this issue was emphasized throughout the semester, students dropped in performance on the exit test in this area. They did much better on the related final-exam embedded question but it was a true false related question.  We must keep this important SLO and make sure we improve on it in the fall ’08.
