	1. The library print collection will be appropriate to the needs of the college and the wider  community in order to facilitate scholarship and lifelong learning.
2. The library periodicals collection will be maintained in response to changing community needs and emerging information technologies in order to make current and focused sources available to the college and the wider community.
3. The library audiovisual collections will be managed in compliance with all applicable laws in order to support college instructional needs and varied learning modalities.

	1. By the end of summer 2007,  50% of the book collection will be reviewed by the librarians to identify outdated materials to be discarded .
2. By the end of summer 2007, the print periodical collection will be reviewed by the librarians to decide which hard-copy subscriptions to keep and which to discard.

3. By the end of summer 2007, the audiovisual collections will be reviewed to decide which materials should be discarded.
	1. By the end of summer 2008, 70% of the book collection has been reviewed. This review shows that over the 40% of the collection is outdated or not used and these materials will be discarded.
2. By the end of spring semester 2007, the review of the periodical print collections was completed. At the beginning of the review the library subscribed to 265 titles. By the completion of the review the collection consists of 115 hard-copy subscriptions. In making their cessation decisions the librarians considered use and full-text availability in the periodical online databases.
3. The review of the audiovisual collection was completed by the end of summer 2008. The criteria used to make discard decisions were: use of the item and whether or not the item was close-captioned. At the beginning of the review the audiovisual collection contained 4337 items. At the end of the review the audiovisual collection has 2707 items. Thirty-seven percent of the collection was withdrawn. 

	1. The librarians selected to purchase e-book collections to update the print collection and enhance around the clock access to quality resources.
2. In addition to the completion of this project, the librarians considered adding new periodical databases and selected JSTOR. This database greatly enhances online access to the journal literature.
3. As this project was being completed, an adjunct librarian upgraded the quality of the remaining audiovisual bibliographic records in preparation for integrating the audiovisual collection with the print collection when the library modernization is completed in fall, 2011.
