	1. At the end of the two semester musicianship sequence, students will be able to sight- sing any diatonic melody.  

2.  First semester theory students will be able to provide harmonic and non-chord tone analysis of any diatonic passage.

3. a. Students in the enrolled in the Jazz Improvisation curriculum will be able to identify ii-V-I progressions and perform appropriate melodic sequences.

b.  Applied music students will be able to identify . . . . 

4. Jazz composition and arranging students will compose and/or arrange a big band composition for performance by the Saddleback Big Band.


	1. 90% of all 

musicianship students will pass a series of 8 sight-singing tests over the course of their studies.  These will be evaluated by an instructor criteria checklist throughout the 2 semester sequence. Students should be able to sight-sing diatonic melodies incorporating steps, triads and seventh chords in all four standard clefs.
2.  90% of all Harmony I students will successfully answer harmonic analysis questions embedded in the final exam.

3.a.  75% of the Jazz Improvisation class students will successfully perform sequences in a playing assessment given at the end of the semester

3b. 100% of the applied music students will successfully perform sequences in a playing assessment given at the end of the semester
4. 100% of the students will performance a big band arrangement or composition by the Saddleback Big Band at the end of the semester which will meet specific music arrange and composition criteria. 

	1. All students who completed the two semester sequence passed all 8 sight-singing exams given during the two courses.
1. 71% of Harmony I students were able to pass the embedded harmonic questions on the final.

3a.  80% of our Jazz Improvisation students were able to successfully aurally identify and perform 1,2,3,5 and 1,3,5,7 sequences on ii-V-I patterns. 
3b. 100% of the Jazz Improvisation students were able to identify ii-V-I, blues and several other standard chord progressions visually.

4. All student arrangements and compositions (100%) were successfully performed in concert by the Saddleback College Big Band or the Jazz Lab Ensemble.  
	1. Since the objective was achieved, no changes will be made in the course.

2.  The assessment results were below our expectations.  Students who demonstrate weak analysis skills prior to the final will be encouraged to complete extra analysis study questions as preparation for the final exam.   We will repeat assessment of this SLO during the next academic year 07-08.

3.  The results met department’s  expectations; nonetheless, we plan to restructure the classes so that there is simultaneous instruction of harmonic identification both aurally and visually.

4.   The department plans to continue a rotation of the Jazz Theory sequence so that at least every third semester students in the Jazz Comp and Arranging Class have opportunity to have their works heard in concert. In addition, we will add a small group composition project which will be performed by one of eight combos.
