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	The Saddleback College Art Department is dedicated to fostering student intellectual growth and creative development by providing life enrichment and transferable courses through the curricula of the studio arts, art history, art appreciation and gallery studies. 


	Creation of Artwork:
1. Students enrolled in beginning painting classes will demonstrate understanding of the basic fundamental principles of painting with oil.

2. In the beginning oil painting classes, students will be able to demonstrate an understanding of media manipulation as it pertains to still-life paintings. 
3.  Students will be able to demonstrate the following four oil painting methods in producing convincing representation of still-life subject matter.

a)  Grisaille Under-painting Method.-the ability to create an under-painting in black and white. 

b) Toned Under-painting Method” Ability to paint with a limited palette.
c) Indirect Painting Method – the ability to glaze and scumble color over an under-painting.

d) Direct Painting Method - the ability to paint with a full color palette directly. 

Each of these paintings will introduce specific processes, applications, and techniques unique to that method. 
 
	1.  By the end of the semester at least 80% of the students will be able to successfully produce four oil paintings in a final portfolio. This body of work will be evaluated by a criteria reference checklist and represents the students’ creative efforts and understanding of the fundamental elements. 
2. By the end of the semester, at least 80% of the students will be able to demonstrate their abilities in the manipulation of oil paint  by producing four convincing representational still-life paintings. 
3.  By the end of the semester, 80% of students will effectively use four different oil painting methods that exemplify a variety of processes, applications and techniques in the production of still-life paintings: The evaluation of each method is unique to each painting. An evaluation checklist form will be used to evaluated how effective the student has mastered each method in producing convincing subject matter in oil paint.

	1. 95% or the students who completed the course in Fall 2006 were able to successfully complete a portfolio that exhibited the appropriate elements.
2. 91% or the students who completed the course in Fall 2006 demonstrated their abilities in the

manipulation of oil  paint  by producing convincing representational still-life paintings. The quality of work exceeded expectations of what would be considered normal for an entry level class
3. 91% of the students who completed the course  in Fall 2006 
showed evidence of understanding all four basic oil painting methods. Each method acts as a stepping stone to the next. The success of the last painting was used in measuring the overall skill level achieved by the students while working with a variety of processes, applications and techniques.

	1, At this time there is no need to alter this curriculum. The positive results of the evaluation and assessment process indicate that students are completing the work as required with very little attrition. The findings indicated that by decreasing the number of required paintings from 5 to 4, more students were able to complete their work successfully .than previous semesters. 
2. By reducing the number of required paintings  from 5  to 4 paintings, students had more concentrated time to work on each project. The extra time allotted had a positive effect in improving the quality of work produced. Compared to previous semesters, student performance increased, and the quality of execution improved dramatically overall. The students’ ability to master the basic methods, of oil painting processes, applications, techniques, and media manipulation far exceeded  the expectations for this class. 
3. By changing the previous semester requirements from 5  to 4 paintings,  students were able to gain a better understanding of the basic oil painting principles  as outlined in Learning Outcomes in Column II. Each project provided the student with a concentrated period of time and effort in mastering all of the learning outcomes.
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
