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	The Saddleback College Photography Department is dedicated to fostering student intellectual growth and creative development by providing life enrichment and transferable courses through the curricula of the studio arts, photographic history, digital photography, and art appreciation. 


	Production of photographic work

1. Students enrolled in introductory  photography classes will develop skills in using camera controls to create the intended image. 

Design and composition

2. Students enrolled in introductory  photography classes will produce a black and white print which delivers a full tonal range image that exhibits an understanding of principles of design and composition.

3. Students enrolled in intermediate photography classes will demonstrate an understanding of new photographic techniques and processes.
	1. By the end of the semester, at least 80% of the students will be able to demonstrate developed technical abilities in producing 15 photographic prints in the traditional wet lab method.

2. At least 80% of the students will be able to produce a competent print on black and white paper that demonstrates understanding of camera controls and printing procedures at the end of each semester. Six works will be assessed by a criteria reference checklist.

3. At least 80% of the students will be successful in identifying photographic techniques and processes covered in class based on oral responses to a visual exam .


	1. 88% of the students who completed the course in Fall 2006 were able to successfully demonstrate correct usage of the camera and printing skills in the projects completed.

2. 88% of the students who completed the course in Fall 2006 were able to successfully demonstrate correct usage of the camera and printing skills in 6 fully completed projects.

3. 70% of the students who completed the course in Fall 2006 were able to successfully demonstrate their understanding of photographic techniques and processes on an oral-visual exam.


	1. Since the results were positive and expected, no change in the curriculum is necessary at this time.

If success using these kinds of criteria continues, curriculum may be adjusted to make the course more rigorous. However, since classes and results may vary from year to year, a study of greater duration is necessary to determine the scope of the class.

2. Use of the results are the same as in #1, since design and composition interact with the production of the photographic print.

3. We were surprised that students didn’t reach the expected outcome. Next semester, more emphasis in instruction will be placed on the wide angle lens assignment. Since classes and results may vary from year to year, a study of greater duration is necessary to determine the scope of the class.
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
