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	To foster both the personal and professional growth and success of our students through the teaching of communication theory and the practical application of skills.


	3.  Students completing Speech 1 (a cornerstone class): Communication Fundamentals will be able to cite all sources used for their speeches in the form of a bibliography attached to their preparation outlines.
	3.  Each full-time faculty member teaching speech 1 will score a class set of  bibliographies (accompanying the informative preparation outlines) using a rubric designed by the speech department.  The results from each speech one class will be compiled for an overall evaluation/score for the department.  This assessment will take place during the spring 2008 semester.  The bibliography will include the number of citations required by the instructor and should follow appropriate guidelines for citing sources.   Success means that at least 70% of our students will score a 12 or higher on the outline rubric.
	3.  The rubric designed to assess the bibliography was a likert-type scale with 15 points possible.  The average score for the faculty members’ class set of bibliographies that were attached to the informative preparation outlines was 12.  76% of our students scored a 12 or higher. 
	3.  Based on these current results in conjunction with past results focusing on the same outcome, our department is confident that our students are learning to successfully cite sources in the form of a bibliography.  In the future, we would like to change our focus and assess the students’ success at citing sources to support their persuasive speeches.
