3.  Research and Planning will continue to expand their research agenda and the development of longitudinal cohort studies on Saddleback Students.


	1.  Research and Planning will document the number of SLO assessments tools currently used and increase tools being used by 50% in the Spring 2006.
2.   Research and Planning will have 75% of the all instructional college programs automated to be delivered annually to the programs Fall 2006.

3.  Research and Planning will increase their research projects and presentations on longitudinal cohort studies by 50% by Fall 2006.

	1.  97% of all program level SLO/AUOs reported a form of assessment in their template.
2.   A software component was purchased to automate the program review data currently done individually.  This software is called SPSS SmartViewer Web Server.  All program review data will be on-line for faculty and administrators to access for their program reviews.

3.  Currently working with the Vice Chancellor for Technology and Learning Services on Institutional Effectiveness Measurements which include: Student cohorts for Transfer, Basic Skills, Student Educational Goal, etc.


	1.  As the college moves to course level SLOs we will use the college-wide PARsystem and ClassClimate to document and monitor the use of assessment tools.  In additional to other assessments that have been outlined in each SLO/AUO template.

2.   Our plan is to have this software purchased and installed on a dedicated web server by the summer.  By, Spring 2008 we hope to have a preliminary run of all program review data to be posted on the college’s website.
3.  This publication will be used for college-wide planning and discussion.  This data will be reviewed and updated annually.
