2. To increase the number of workshops and direct student contact through classroom presentations to encourage and help students with the FAFSA application and increase awareness of the financial aid programs.
3. To increase the   awareness of the on-line scholarship application.  
	1a. The Office will track the number of FAFSA applications and BOG fee waiver applications filed for 2006/07. These numbers will increase by at least 5% yearly.
2a. Tracking of the number of events and students who attend outreach events will increase by 5% yearly.

3a. The number of students filing for 

scholarships will show an increase of 5% yearly.


	The number of FAFSA applications filed for 2006/07 was 5,550 compared to 5,122 in 2007/08.
The number of BOG Fee Waiver Applications filed for 2006/07 was 3,460 compared to 3,471 in the 2007/06. 1% increase.
In 2005/06 there were 60 outreach events (31 on campus and 29 off campus) and a total of 6,585 students were served.  Tracking will continue as this was the first year of assessment. This will serve as a baseline for next year.
In 2006/07 there were 96 outreach events (39 on-campus, 47 off-campus and 10 multi lingual events) and a total number of students and parents were served is 14,225. 
In 2007/08 there were 98 outreach events (19 on-campus, 79 off-campus) and a total number of students served is 14,234 
There were 304 students who completed scholarship applications since we started the new on-line scholarship application process for 2005/06. 
In 2006/07 800 students attempted the online scholarship application and 280 completed the process.

In 2007/08 950 students attempted the online scholarship application and 360 completed the process.
	We fell short of our goal of a 5% increase for FAFSA applications.
To meet our goal we must continue our outreach efforts to provide student awareness of the programs available.
Fell short of the proposed 5% increase for BOG fee waivers. We will continue to track this data and encourage students to file the BOG

fee waiver application.

The CCCApply BOG online application should help to increase the numbers of students 
applying. 

Outreach events, workshops and classroom presentations will increase for the upcoming year to assist students with FAFSA applications.

We exceeded our goal of 5% for outreach events and student contacts by over 100%.
We remained static in our efforts for outreach events and student contacts from 2006/07. 
Will continue to offer workshops and increase classroom presentations. 

Scholarship applications

will increase for the upcoming year by using flyers, outreach events and other advertising.

Fell short of the projected 5% increase of completed online scholarship applications from our base year projection.

We exceeded our goal of 5% with a 22% increase from 2006/07 of completed online scholarship applications.
