The Saddleback College Reading Department is dedicated to facilitating student achievement and academic success by providing courses that increase and enhance reading proficiency in meeting the challenges of college coursework.


	In the department cornerstone course to our program, English 340, students will recognize an accurate inference. This skill is a foundation for success in all college level courses
	 Students will be asked to read passages from content area college level textbooks.  Each passage will be followed by inference statements.  Students are asked to determine whether each inference statement is accurate based on the facts in the passage. Our goal is that 80% of the students answer 8 0ut of 10 questions accurately.
	A total of 176 students took the Inference Assessment test. Par score results show that 156 of the total 176 students achieved a score of 8 or better on the 10 item assessment test.  88.6% of the students answered 8 out of the 10 questions accurately.
	Our goal as a department was that 80% of the students answered 8 out of the 10 questions correctly.

The Reading Department has achieved its goal of students being able to recognize and understand an accurate inference
