The Honors Program at Saddleback College fosters intellectual growth by providing enriched coursework for those students who have demonstrated or show promise of high academic achievement.  Our program further promotes student success by helping its students transfer to 4-year colleges and universities.

3.  The Honors Program will expand its offerings by at least one new class for the Fall/Spring schedules

4.  The Honors Program will increase by 5% the number of students who have been officially accepted into the program (as compared to the previous year’s enrollment) by updating web page and working with high school outreach. 


	100% (44/44) students were admitted to a four year institution upon completing the Honors Program.
Two students were accepted to the UCI Honors Conference; one presented  his paper.  The other withdrew because of personal reasons.  

Fifteen students from the Honors program attended the UCI conference and worked as moderators in the various presentations.

New courses were offered in English with a science focus and math with Calculus 3A

Based on summer and spring applications, 48 students completed the honors program in May 2008, (leaving 26 students in the program) and in August 2008, 81 students are currently registered in the program.  In addition, 23 other students are in the middle of the application process.  This shows an increase of 30 students over 2007-08 applications.

Four summer workshops co-sponsored with counseling  helped to increase the participation in the honors program.

Program certification requirements changed to address more competitive UC requirements.

More students will be encouraged to participate in honors conferences this year by faculty in the honors program.

Because of success of Calculus, Linear Algebra will be offered as an Honors class in 2008-09 year.  

Business 1 will be offered as a class in fall 2008 as well as a new course offering.

English with a science focus will be evaluated for further offerings.

Continue recruitment efforts to increase participation in the program.
