Goal  partially met:





The students performed well over the last 3 years.  Last year the HTCC Conference fell during our spring break; therefore it was difficult to recruit presenters.  In addition, presenters were limited to those officially accepted to the program and in good standing.





Recommendation: Change expectation from 10% to 10 students.  Each student must be coached in presenting. Only so many students will be accepted to the conference;; also our funding for the conference does not increase.  





Goal met.


Over the last 5 semesters, we have introduced 6 new classes into the schedule. Thus we have met our goal.





Recommendation: We most likely will not be able to continue to add a new course every semester. But we should add new courses in science.








Goal partially met.





The overall numbers enrolled in courses are a clearer indication of where our students’ interests are. We have grown by 98 enrolled students since Spring 2005., or the equivalent of 4 sections.





However, there were many anomalies in students’ applications, especially in 2006-2007.  Therefore, the numbers represented here may be skewed, inflated, or otherwise questionable.





Recommendation: Professional inquiry needed to establish validity of student claims.
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
